e START TIME: Parade begins promptly at 10:00 a.m. MVPD Fun Run & Bike Ride begins at
9:45 a.m.

o PARADE ROUTE: Parade will start at MCOC at Gaylord and Echo Ln., continue east on Gaylord

to Piney Point Rd., then turn south on Piney Point Rd. and conclude in front
of Ecclesia.
